About Pipe Threads

Most ordering mistakes are caused by measuring the pipe size of the fitting, or component incorrectly. The nominal size of
any pipe does not in fact refer to either the outside diameter (O.D.) or the inside diameter (1.D.) of the pipe. The table below
lists standard pipe sizes along with the actual O.D. and I.D. for each size. Keep in mind that manufacturers may slightly
modify these dimensions to strengthen or enhance the performance of a product. Actual size drawings of pipes from 1/16” to
3/4” are shown below. NOTE: Nominal Pipe Size, Pipe Size, and Pipe Tap Size all refer to an NPT thread.
